2004 REPORT TO STATE AND SCOUT PARADE
PLAN OF OPERATION FOR BOY SCOUT PARADE
9:30 to 11 A.M.—February 7, 2004, Austin, Texas
1.
The annual Boy Scout parade is February 7, 2004.  This is also the date of the annual Report to State, and we know you will want to participate.  The following information is furnished to assist in your planning for this highlight event of Boy Scout Week.

2.
General Information—The parade will begin promptly at 9:45 A.M., February 7, 2004.  It is imperative that all participants know their assigned places and be in place no later than 9:30 A.M., February 7.  Each district must appoint a district parade marshal to work with the coordinators.  Report to your district parade marshal so that we know you are there.  Report the names of Scouts in attendance, the unit leader's name, and sponsoring organization.  The order of march will be determined on a first-come, first-served basis.


a.
Uniforms and Dress—Appropriate for the event.


b.
Reviewing party will be at 7th and Congress Avenue.


c.
Unit Identification—For Capitol Area Council units only.  To identify your unit while passing the reviewing stand, each unit must carry a sign no smaller than 24" x 30', indicating pack, troop, team, crew, or post and number, unit leader, sponsoring institution, and location.  This sign must be carried at the right front of the unit so that it may be seen by the announcer.  Without a sign, we can't tell who you are.


d.
This year's parade theme is "On My Honor - Timeless Values."
3.
Detailed Plan for the Parade

a. Assembly Area for the Parade—The assembly area will be on the Congress Avenue Bridge.   All units must be in their assigned spaces no later than 9:30 A.M., February 7, 2004.   We suggest you assemble your unit at a convenient location and go as a group to the parade location.  Please do not use the bridge as a gathering point.  This causes a great amount of confusion.

b. Order of March—Units will be lined up facing north on Congress Avenue. All U.S. flags will be massed, and each unit will send their U.S. flag bearer to assemble in the area of massed flags.  NO U.S. flag will appear after the massed flags unless it is a part of the unit's theme.  Unit floats will be placed in position by the district parade marshal on a first-come, first-served basis.

c.
Route of March—Units will proceed north on Congress to 11th Street.  Dispersal will be on the grounds of the state capitol.  DO NOT block the area.  Large floats and vehicles will turn left on 11th Street and park between Congress and Colorado Streets.  DO NOT STOP IN FRONT OF THE REVIEWING STAND TO PERFORM.



Participation ribbons will be given to the unit when they reach 11th Street.  There will be NO unit judging.


d.
Because of safety considerations, animals will not be used in the parade, and please do not throw candy, gum, or other items from floats.

4.
The object of the parade is to celebrate the anniversary of Scouting in America and have fun doing it.  A special patch will be available for purchase by all participants at $4 each.  Please use the enclosed order form, which must be turned in by January 9, 2004. All patch orders must be accompanied by the correct amount of money.  Patch orders may be picked up between 8:30 and 9:30 A.M.  Please see your parade marshal or district executive.    No patches will be ordered without prepayment.

Those planning to observe the Report to State or take tours of the capitol need to be aware that security measures require all backpacks and bags be searched. Additionally, all cell phones and pagers are examined. It is therefore recommended that these items remain out of the capitol and someone be appointed to watch over them. It is also recommended that all knives and/or multitools be left at home.

LOCATION: Austin, Texas

WHO:
All 19 councils in Texas are invited to participate. The method of participation is the formation of a delegation. Because of space and time, each delegation is asked to number no more than 30. Your official report delegation must be only six, including your council's youth representative making the official report at the designated report location. These six members only will be allowed on the floor of the Texas House of Representatives. The other Scouts in your delegation are welcome to attend. Please understand this is a Report to State official, not necessarily the governor. Also please understand that delegates are youths only!

PURPOSE:
A Report to the State of Texas on the accomplishments of the Scouting program in our councils during the year 2003.

COST:
Each delegate pays $5 to cover registration and the cost of an attractive Report to State patch. The breakfast will be at the Hyatt Regency Hotel at 208 Barton Springs Road; cost is $15. Each council delegation's attendance to the breakfast is strongly encouraged. If you don't plan to attend the breakfast, please have a representative pick up the packet with instructions before the breakfast. The cost of a 5x7 photo with state officials is $8, and additional patches are $4 each.

SCHEDULE:
7:30 A.M. - Report to State breakfast and program will include an address to attending delegates and final instructions for the morning activities.


9:30 A.M. - Delegates assemble at Congress Avenue Bridge in preparation for the Scout parade. Council delegations will head the parade and be joined by Scouting units within the Capitol Area Council. Total participation is about 5,000 youths and leaders.


10:30 A.M. - Official delegates will assemble at the designated report location for photographs to be taken with state officials. Delegates must have a photo pass to enter.

11:30 A.M. - Report ceremonies will begin. At this time, your youth representative will report on your council's progress during 2003.

ACCOMMODATIONS: Camping space is available at Lost Pines Scout Reservation for those wishing to camp. Please bring your own tents and camping gear.

OTHER ATTENDANCE:  Those attending the report from your council, other than the official delegation, are welcome to participate in the parade. The breakfast and photographs are limited to official council delegations only. Reservations for those other than the official delegation need to be attached to your council delegation reservation form and identified as nondelegates. We can accept only reservations sent by your council office. Because of the limited time, only council delegates with passes will be permitted at the photo session. 

YOUR SPOKESMAN: Your council youth representative, selected from your delegation, will need to be prepared for two events—answering the roll call at the report breakfast and reporting at the report ceremonies. Your council report must be concise (30 seconds) but informative. Please select one or two items that have been an important happening in your council during 2003 and concentrate on it rather than trying to cover all the good things that have happened. Human happenings, because of Scouting's influence, are just as important as large glowing figures. The emphasis is the importance of Scouting and its effect on youth in your council rather than identifying only record-breaking figures.
